1. In addition to completing this Nonsuch Supplementary Form to register for testing, applicants will also need 
to complete a Common Application Form (CAF) which is a requirement of Pan London Coordinated 
Admissions arrangements.   

2. The Common Application Form (on which applicants indicate their ranked order of preference of secondary 
schools) must be submitted to the home Local Education Authority (LA) by their closing date.  The closing 
date for London LAs is Friday 23 October 2009.   Failure to return your form by the closing date may mean 
that your daughter’s application will not be considered until after on-time applications have been considered 
and this may affect your chances of being offered a place at one of your preferred schools.

4. Applicants may wish to delay completing a Common Application Form until after the results of the Nonsuch 
entrance test have been received (posted by first class mail on 9 October 2009).
