Net Benefit Payable

This is the weekly amount of benefit you will get.

Payment Dates

If you are paid monthly you will be paid by the 
first of the month following your assessment.

Non-Dependant Deductions

We ignore some income when we work out 
your benefit (that amount is shown here).

Applicable Amounts

This is the figure that we use as the amount 
needed for day-to-day living expenses.

Weekly Gross Rent

This is the weekly amount of rent you are 
charged by your landlord.

Weekly Eligible Rent/Council Tax

This is the amount of rent/Council Tax we take 
into account when working out how much 
benefit you’re entitled to. These amounts can 
vary, please go to www.sutton.gov.uk/benefits 
where we explain in more detail.

Weekly Ineligible Service Charges

Your partner’s earnings shown as a weekly figure 
after deductions for tax, National Insurance and 
half of any pension contributions. 

Any Other Income

This means all other types of income, including 
Tax Credits, Child Benefit, State Benefits, 
Private Pensions.
