Sutton’s Education, Health and Careplan Pathway

In September 2014, statements of Special Educational Needs (SEN) were
replaced by Education, Health and Care Plans (EHC Plans). The EHC Plan will
provide the same statutory protection as the statement of SEN. However, because
it will cover from birth to age 25, it will extend the rights and protections to young
people in further education and training. From 1st April 2015 the provisions
applying to detained children and young people commenced.

The aim of this new process is to make meaningful
differences to the lives of children,
young people and their families.
